e Student-athletes must meet the OHSAA eligibility requirements.
e Finalized course offerings will be determined by total student enrollment. Courses that have low enrollment
could be subject to cancellation.
® Students should carefully consider their choices and fully understand the prerequisites for each course. This
is especially important for students interested in CCP courses who have to enroll in LCCC and take the

appropriate placement test.
